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We've Got Your Dog!

“Yes, we ve got your dog!”
Those are precious words
the owner of a lost dog
wants to hear when the
phone rings.

If ever a day comes when
you lose your pet you will be
much closer to a happy end-
ing by taking precautions
to prepare yourself and
your pet in advance.

your pet. The sooner you
get started the better your
chances of success.

First, get some help. Ask
a family member or friend
to help you begin your
search. When you have as-
sembled your search team,
assign tasks and report
back to each other on
schedule.
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Your indoor or outdoor
pet should be current with
a rabies vaccination and the
vaccination tag (by ord-
nance) must be attached to
a secure collar or harness.
Your contact info on an ID
tag along with microchip-
ping is an excellent way to
help your lost pet find its
way home. Your veterinar-
ian can microchip during the
vaccination visit.

Here are things
should do when you

you
lose

Have good images of the
animal at hand and assemble
details like name, age
breed, sex, markings and
collar. Note whether your
pet is spayed or neutered,
where and when it was last
seen and add some detail
about the animal s disposi-
tion. To improve your
chances you should provide
this information to all your
contacts. Better you create
this file prior to your loss
than to try doing it in a
rushed panic.

If you are able to assem-
ble a search party then as-
sign them neighborhoods to
look. It would not hurt to
knock on the doors of fami-
lies who know your pet. Also,
contact neighbors you often
see out in the neighborhood
and speak to children who
play around your home. They
may wish to help.

You should make contact
with the following groups in
at least a twenty mile radius
of where your pet was last
seen, and do it right away.

I Call the Lebanon Street
Department at 765 -482-
8870. They are only avail-
able from 8 to 4 weekdays.

I Call all area veterinarians
and follow up with a “Lost
Pet” flyer. Most have bulle-
tin boards at their offices
for this. A list of these
vets is on page two.

I Call HSforBC at 765 -485
-8888 and leave your pets
details on our recording.
We check messages fre-
quently and will return your

call.

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Dogs and cats that sleep outdoors should have
a snug, dry, draft -free place to sleep. The floor
of the shelter should be raised off the ground to
keep cold and moisture away from your pet. Ide-
ally, the shelter should be heated, insulated, and
have a door to keep the elements out. During ex-
treme weather or when temperatures drop below
25 degrees your pets should stay inside.

If your pet must stay outside try to make the
best possible place for it to keep warm and dry.
An enclosed porch with an outside access panel
would make care and feeding rather simple. Your
garage or a dry barn with a floor covering and
bedding would be next best. Finally, a well made
and insulated dog house placed out of the wind is
a last resort but not recommended during Indi-
ana s worst weather.

A simple inexpensive outdoor shelter for dogs
and cats can be made from a pet size plastic
storage container that is wrapped with insulating
material. A building supply center will have many
types of suitable insulation. Hay can also be
placed around the container. Cut an opening just
large enough for the pet to enter and place the
opening where the wind and elements cannot get

in. After a few minutes the animal s body tempera-
ture will warm the space enough for comfort.
Vented plastic animal carriers are not a suitable
shelter for outdoor use.

A high quality, high protein food with extra fat
content is required for animals that spend time in
the cold. Provide fresh, warm water in a large, deep,
plastic bowl changing it throughout the day to pre-
vent freezing. If you are gone during the day an
electrically heated water bowl is a good solution.

When water freezes anti -freeze can be tempting.
Antifreeze is toxic to an animal s kidneys and can
have deadly consequences. The ethylene glycol in
antifreeze is sweet tasting and appealing to cats
and dogs. As little as one -half teaspoon can be toxic
to a cat and just a quarter cup can kill a medium -
size dog. Car motors are of particular danger to
cats that sleep outside. Cats seek the warmth of
car motors, and they can be severely injured or
killed when caught in the belts of a car's engine.
Make it a habit to check under the hood for animals
and honk your horn before starting your car.

Check on your outdoor animals frequently during
harsh weather. Better yet, bring them inside.

I You should call the humane
societies in surrounding coun-
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ties. You would be surprised
how many animals are turned in
to shelters miles from their
owner s home. A personal visit
to these shelters might be a
good idea after a few days
(and weeks) if you are not hav-
ing good luck.

If you find your lost animal
remember to let your contacts
know to take down the flyers.
Also, carefully examine it for
illness or injury. It could have
been a wild world your pet had
visited.
